Act.

2) All other words and expressions used in these rules but not defined, and defined in the Act shall
have the same meanings respectively assigned to them in the Act.

3. Form of Annual Report - (1) The Board shall submit a report to the Central Government giving a
true and full account of its activities, policies and programmes during the previous financial year in the
Annexure appended to these rules.

2) The report shall be submitted within ninety days after the end of each financial year.
