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STANDARD OPERATING PROCEDURE (SOP) FOR
PROCESSING CTE/CTO APPLICATIONS FOR ETHANOL
PRODUCING INDUSTRIES
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I

Introduction:

- Industries require obtaining CTE and subsequently CTO as per provisions of

Section 25 of the Water (Prevention and Control of Pollution) Act. 1974 and

Section 21 of the Air (Prevention and Control of Pollution) Act. 1981.

In Accordance with the above and as per the instructions of Department of
Environment and Forests, Govt. of Assam, the Pollution Control Board Assam
hereby formulates a Standard Operating Procedure (SOP) in order to streamline
processing of applications for obtaining CTE and CTO under Section 25 of the
Water (Prevention and Control of Pollution) Act. 1974 and Section 21 of the Air

(Prevention and Control of Pollution) Act, 1981 for Ethanol producing industries.

Ethanol is considered as a green fuel and subsequently MoPNG has directed Oil
companies to enhance ethanol blending up to 20% by 2026. And in accordance
with the Government’s objective to promote ethanol industries. The Pollution
Control Board Assam shall consider CTE and CTO of Ethanol industries within a
period of 15 days on priority basis after receipt of all documents and information
as stated above along with respective application complete in all respect and

subject to all statutory compliances.

As categorised by Central Pollution Control Board all petrochemicals
manufacturing industries are RED category industries, therefore without physical
verification of compliance status with various provisions of the Water Act and Air

Act Consent cannot be considered.

Moreover, as per time lines specified by other State Boards such as Madhya
Pradesh and Telangana for RED category industries are 45 days and 21 days
respectively. However the Pollution Control Board Assam has decided to reduce
the timeline for processing CTE and CTO applications within 15 days subject to

all necessary compliances specified in the subsequent section of this SOP.

9) Timeline: in order to expedite the process as per instruction of The Govt. in this

regard , CTE and CTO shall be processed within a period of 15 days on priority

basis after receipt of all documents and information as stated above along with the

application complete in all respect and subject to all statutory compliances

Note: For deemed consent, Section 25(7) of the Water (Prevention & Control

of Pollution) Act, 1974 may be referred to which states that “....... (7) The

consent referred to in sub-section (1) shall, unless given or refused earlier, be

deemed to have been given unconditionally on the expiry of a period of four

months of the making of an application in this behalf complete in all

respects to the State Board™.
